[bookmark: _GoBack]*Pawsitively Goldens Guardian Home Program grants qualified families/individuals’ guardianship of a breeding female puppy. Amy Collins grants Guardian Home Family ____________________________ sole ownership of the dog at the end of the contract period, which will conclude after three or four breeding cycles producing puppies (number of litters to be determined by Breeder, but no more than four litters) or until the age of 6 years in male dogs. Guardian agrees to abide by the terms below, the only exceptions to agreement to be noted in writing with Breeder. Guardian responsibilities and Breeder obligations are provided below. Guardian’s failure to fulfill these responsibilities can result in Breeder terminating the guardianship agreement and Guardian will be required to return the dog to Breeder. Should the Breeder need to seek legal action against the Guardian for violations of this agreement, the Guardian will assume any and all attorney costs and court fees.

Guardian Responsibilities:


1. Guardian will provide a home to a dog with fenced yard and will keep dog in fenced yard or on leash at all times. Guardian will notify Breeder 30 days in advance of change of address or move and must stay in the general vicinity of first address/city for agreement to continue with Breeder. Guardian will inform Breeder of vaccinations (mailed updated copies) or planned absences. Any person caring for the dog in the Guardian’s absence must be disclosed in advance to the Breeder. Guardian is responsible to ensure that all persons residing with Guardian and dog understand and abide by the terms of this contract. Initial______________________
2. Guardian is responsible for properly maintaining, containing, training, and caring for the dog using methods discussed with the Breeder. This includes providing high-quality dog food and exercising the dog daily. Dog must be trained with basic commands for sit, stay, come, down. Dog will not be left outdoors during extreme weather conditions and will NEVER be chained. Dog will be maintained at the ideal body weight, physical condition, and reproductive health. Initial______________________
3. Guardian will provide and pay for routine veterinary care including sick and well checkups and will inform Breeder (emailing vet reports and records). Guardian will provide required immunization boosters, rabies immunization, monthly heartworm preventative, monthly flea/tick preventative treatments, and other routine health checkups and treatments. Guardian will maintain the dog’s physical appearance with grooming, brushing, de-matting, and will keep nails clipped, and cleaning ears and teeth. Guardian will notify Breeder immediately with any health concerns, illnesses, accidents, etc. Within five days of taking puppy home, Guardian will send Breeder vet record for first exam, and list of immunizations given. GUARDIAN WILL PROVIDE BREEDER WITH THE NAME, ADDRESS, AND TELEPHONE NUMBER FOR THEIR VETERINARIAN. GUARDIAN WILL SEND BREEDER COPIES OF ALL EXAMS AND VET RECORDS IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE VET VISITS. Initial______________________
4. Guardian is responsible for seeking prompt and appropriate veterinary care in the event of injury or illness of the dog. If choices need to be made regarding type of treatment, the choices must be presented to and made by the Breeder unless emergency treatment is required. Guardian will be responsible for routine vet costs and treatment for accidents and injury. If genetic health problems arise (patella, hip, severe heart problems) Guardian will not be responsible for costs to treat these issues. Dog with severe genetic faults will not be bred and Guardian/Breeder will work out Guardian keeping/not keeping the dog and payment for treatment, depending on problem. Initial______________________
5. Guardian will deliver dog to Breeder whenever requested and on occasions such as, but not limited to, breeding, whelping, and vet visits. Guardian will assist Breeder to transport dog for breeding and whelping, to deliver and to pick up if needed. Initial_____________________
6. Guardian will be required to pay Breeder $3000 if the dog dies due to negligence on the part of the Guardian. Negligence is defined as but not limited to: (1) failure to responsibly contain or supervise the dog; (2) leaving the dog alone in a  vehicle if the outdoor temperature is over 65 degrees; (3) failure to prevent the dog from having access to toxic materials; (4) failure to provide containment of dog while in a moving vehicle (crate) if not contained inside the vehicle (ie pickup bed). If the dog dies due to accident beyond the control of the Guardian, the Guardian does not owe payment to the Breeder. If the dog dies due to non-treatable or genetic health issue, the Guardian will not be held responsible in any way. If the dog disappears during the contract period, Guardian will pay Breeder $3000. Initial______________________
7. Guardian of a female will check the dog for signs of beginning heat cycles as per instruction by Breeder. The Guardian will notify Breeder when changes indicating impending heat cycles appear, and Breeder will let Guardian know when to meet and deliver the dog for breeding. Guardian must deliver the dog to the Breeder on the date Breeder specifies.  Initial______________________
8. For Whelping, the dog will be kept by Breeder (approximately 7 days before litter’s due date), and will go home after the puppies are weaned (when the puppies are approximately 6 weeks and up to 8 weeks, to be determined by Breeder) Initial______________________
9. Guardian of a female will allow the Breeder three  successful breedings.  Breeder and guardian may discuss a 4th possible litter.  A “successful breeding” is a litter with more than one puppy. Initial______________________
10. Guardian may return the dog to Breeder at any time, for any reason and the guardianship agreement will be terminated. Initial______________________
11. Guardian of a male will surrender the male at any time the Breeder determines his need for Stud services. Males will not be used to breed before the age of 12 months and will retire by the age of 6 or sooner at the breeder’s discretion. Guardian of a male will ensure male does not participate in any unapproved or “accidental” breeding’s. If this occurs the guardian shall surrender the male to the Breeder and the guardianship agreement will be terminated.  Initial______________________


Breeder Obligations: 


1. Breeder will provide instruction to Guardians regarding nutrition, training and veterinary care, and will be available to answer questions and help Guardian whenever needed to answer questions about care, medical conditions, food, training, etc.Initial______________________
2. Breeder will visit Guardian home at least once a year. Initial_____________________
3. Breeder will be responsible for medical costs resulting from genetic health faults (hip problems of certain severity; heart murmurs of specific grades; and deformities resulting in unsuitability for breeding). Such dog will not be kept in the breeding program, and the contract will be ended. Breeder will either provide Guardian with a replacement dog or will work with Guardian to amicably to resolve the situation so that health issues are taken care of and Guardian can keep the dog if so desired. At this point the initial deposit will become a purchase pet fee.
4. If the dog dies while in the Breeder’s care, Breeder will provide, free of charge, a replacement puppy or dog to the Guardian and Guardianship relationship may either be continued or cancelled, decided by mutual agreement of Breeder and Guardian. Initial________________
5. Prior to the end of the contract, if it is determined by the Breeder that it is in the best interest of the dog that the dog be spayed or neutered and taken out of the breeding program, then legal ownership of the dog will be transferred to the Guardian after spaying (at the Breeder’s expense). Initial______________
6. Breeder will retain ownership of the dog until the end of the Guardian Home Contract period. At that time, Breeder will pay to have the dog spayed or neutered. Legal ownership of the dog will be transferred from Breeder to Guardian at this time. Initial________________
7. For first successful litter of puppies (defined as two or more puppies in the litter) Breeder will return $TBD of initial deposit ($TBD) in full over contract term. For each l litter produced, the guardian home will be compensated $500 per litter the FEMALE produces and $350 for each litter MALE sires (Will be
paid once litter is 8 weeks old). On the last litter, the Breeder will gift the Guardian $1000 for one-time appreciation gift or a free puppy from an available litter. Initial_____________

Key Points for Guardian Home to absolutely understand and agree to

· Legal ownership of the dog will remain in Amy Colins of Pawsitively Goldens name until contract is over


· AKC paperwork (if applicable) will remain as Amy Collins legal owner until contract is over. This is a legal document proving ownership of dog. Transfer of legal ownership will take place after contract is over.


· The dog is Microchipped under legal owner, Amy Collins. Transfer of name for ownership will with microchip will be transferred once contract period is complete


· All breeding times, whether back to back or skipped heat cycles will be solely determined by breeder, Amy Collins. 

Guardian home will allow the dog to stay with the breeder  (pertains to females only) for 7-8 weeks’ time for whelping the litter. PLEASE MAKE SURE YOU ARE 100% OK AND COMFORTABLE WITH THIS POINT!	Comment by collins35amy@gmail.com: 

· Guardian family will take time to properly socialize the dog and teach basic commands. (Sit, stay, come)


· If there is any breach of this contract, guardian family will surrender the dog immediately. 

· Guardian family will absolutely protect the dog from any accidental breeding’s and WILL NOT breed the dog without Amy Collin’s consent. 


· Guardian family will allow, Amy Collins of Pawsitively Goldens to visit home and dog up to 3 times a year. 


· Guardian family will surrender the dog immediately if they can no longer fulfill this contract or take care of the dog.


· If guardian family ends the contract early or is in breach of contract in anyway, dog will be surrendered immediately, and initial deposit will not be refunded.


· IF THE GUARDIAN DOG IS NOT CLEARED TO BREED THE INITIAL DEPOSIT THEN BECOMES THE PURCHASE FEE FOR THE DOG. At this time legal ownership will be transferred to the guardian family and dog will be spayed/neutered (Paid by Pawsitively Goldens).


· Guardian family promises to give the dog a great pet life in a safe and secure environment for the duration of the dog’s life.
